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Questions and Answers


Q:   What is the difference between SSK and Knit 2 together through the back and Knit 2 together.


A:  These are 3 different ways to decrease and the main difference is how the stitch will look after it has been completed.


SSK :  slip slip knit .. slip 2 stitches separately each as if to knit and then knit the 2 stitches together into one stitch.  This will create a decrease of 1 stitch and the top of the remaining stitch will “lean” to the right.


Knit 2 together through the back:  Knit 2 stitches together through the back loop (the loops on the back side of the work).  This will create a decrease of 1 stitch and the remaining stitch will be straight up and down.


Knit 2 together:  just as it sounds.  This will create a decrease of 1 stitch and the remaining stitch will “lean” to the left.

Ball vs. Skein vs. Hank ..


   Ever Wonder Why?


     Most yarn doesn't come in balls.  It usually either comes in a center-pull skein or a hank. 


    The reason most yarn doesn't come in balls is because it is better for the yarn if it isn't wound into a ball until it is going to be used.  Being wound in a ball is hard on yarn... it can twist, pull, compress or otherwise mis-shape the yarn, and if it has been in a ball for a long while, the yarn at the center of the ball will often knit at a different gauge from the yarn on the outside of the ball.


    Why some yarn is in hanks and some in skeins, though... that's really just a matter of the manufacture preference.  Probably technically, a yarn in a hank has been handled just that much less than a yarn in a skein and so a lot of luxury yarns or yarns containing certain fibers will probably be sold in hanks just because there's one less step.  This not only means the yarn is less manhandled but also less expensive to produce, which can keep the costs down somewhat on an already expensive yarn.
