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Questions and Answers


Q:   What is a Kitchener Stitch in Knitting?


    A: Kitchener stitch gives a virtually invisible join and an exceptionally neat finish when attaching two pieces of knitting together.  It is generally done with two sets of “live” stitches (stitches that are still on the needles).  However, it can also be done with two cast off or bound off edges.


Q:   Should I knit with circular needles instead of straight?


    A:  It is your choice.  Circular needles are more versatile as you can use them to knit “in the round” or “back and forth” like straight needles.  They are good for knitting in close quarters like a car or public transport.  Many people claim that they are also more comfortable to use.
